Standard Time 
A new proposed Worship Service/Sunday School Schedule will be presented to the 

church in Conference on Sunday, June 27 at 5:00 PM.  The motion will  be discussed that afternoon 

and then be presented to the church for a vote in a called conference on Sunday morning, July 11.  If 

the motion is affirmed by the church family,  we would begin the new schedule on August 8.  The 

schedule would look like this: 

8:30 AM - “Early Option/Adults Only” Sunday School 

9:45 AM - One Combined Worship Service 

11:00 AM - The Main Sunday School (when Children’s and Youth Classes Meet as well as 

Adults). 

 

Why in the world would we want to do something like this, you may ask?  Because God has 

called us to do more than just “hold our own.”  We are called to reach out to people around us who 

need Jesus and need to be part of a church family.  Our church faces a less typical challenge of            

having more worship space than we have education space (for Sunday School).  Many churches 

move to two worship services before they offer Sunday School at multiple times.  However, our  

need right now is to offer Sunday School at more than one time slot so we can provide more space 

for more people.  We can continue with one worship service a while longer.  Our plan is to work 

toward and plan for two worship services beginning in January, 2011.  One of those services 

will be more traditional than the one we have now and the other service will be more contemporary 

than the one we have now. 

 

What we need between now and then are adult classes who no longer have children at home to 

make a commitment to meet for Sunday School at 8:30 AM.  The reason for that is that we will not 

be able to offer classes for children and youth at 8:30 AM and 11:00 AM.  Therefore, we need adult 

classes without children still at home to be “missionaries” and be willing to meet at a new time in 

order to provide space for other classes (and some new classes) to meet at the 11:00 AM “main” 

Sunday School hour. 

 

Will you lead your class (if you are in the category described above) to discuss, pray and seriously 

consider moving to the new 8:30 AM time slot?  If this is passed by the church, we will need to 

move rapidly to have everything in place so we can publicize and effectively carry out a new               

schedule for our Sunday morning activities.  Your cooperation and participation is absolutely key in 

helping this be successful!  Remember, we are not here as a church for us; we are here for them 

(those who need to be reached for Jesus)!

This week the other members of my family are helping Pam's mom move. She sold a little house on Logan Martin 

Lake in Alabama. Although distance has prevented us from enjoying it frequently there are special memories from 

that lake house and I hate to see it go. 

 

While reminiscing, I recalled one Autumn when the weather was perfect and the birds plentiful.  I watched the flocks 

as they flew in graceful formations. The demonstrations rivaled those of the Thunderbirds and the Blue Angels.  

They were flying for the pure joy and freedom of flight. 

 

Perhaps you've experienced it too, in the soaring of music - when the composer's ideas, the singer's voices, the                

musician's notes and the Holy Spirit have flown in beautiful formation in our worship center. The air and atmosphere 

was so full of the Spirit that even a whispered "amen" would seem awkward 

 

We can't manufacture such moments. But we can ask why don't they occur more often. That's what worship ought to 

be like, if not every time, then at least more often than not. Why are such moments the exception rather than the 

rule? 

 

Exodus 19:4, "And God will raise you up on eagle's wings." Those times of soaring don't come because we rehearsed 

the music over and over. The experience is more than the result of choosing the perfect song. If either of those               

scenarios was the source of soaring we could manufacture the "soaring" with more regularity.  Something else             

happens in those occasional special moments. God is the source of the soaring. Our responsibility is to continue to 

worship. Now and then God touches the moment and we soar with the music and the spirit. Perhaps God is letting us 

know how it feels and sounds to God. There is joy enough for us in participating in the act of worship out of love 

and reverence for God. 

 

God will fly in formation with Briarwood.  God will hold us up in the palm of His hand. Let our singing and our 

spirit soar!
